Gifts and pledges of up to four years are being sought from all member families and individu-
als in Saint Francis of Assisi Parish, as well as from other interested Catholics in the Longmont 
area. The active campaign period began September 2008.

A large organization of campaign volunteers was formed under the leadership of campaign 
general co-chairs Ray Falce and Charlie Mack. The campaign organization numbers nearly 100 
volunteers and is comprised of three volunteer sections: Pacesetters, Special Gifts, and Parish 
Family.

A lifelong Catholic, Ray has been a member of St. Francis of Assisi for 
over 4 years. He grew up in Pittsburgh and attended Catholic schools as 
a youth. Ray served 4 years in the USAF as a Crew Chief before attending 
college. His engineering training and leadership skills served him well at 
Martin Marietta Aerospace and Storage Technology where he worked 
in Program Management. Serving the Church comes naturally to Ray: 
besides co-chairing the Capital Campaign drive, Ray is a member of the 
Pastoral Council and was instrumental in locating the current interim fa-
cility for St. Francis. Ray and his wife Vonnie have fi ve grown children and 
three grandchildren, and he credits his Italian ancestry for his interest in 
food and fi ne wine.

Born and raised in the predominantly German-Catholic town of Dickin-
son, North Dakota, Charlie has always had a strong commitment to his 
faith. He served in the USAF and is a Vietnam vet. He moved to Colorado 
in 1972, graduated from UNC in Greeley and eventually settled in Long-
mont to raise a family. Charlie recently retired after 26 years with Wells 
Fargo Bank having served as the Community Bank President in Longmont 
and District Manager for Boulder/Broomfi eld counties. As a member 
of St. John the Baptist and board member of the Longmont YMCA, he 
helped lead their respective capital campaigns. Charlie has been a mem-
ber of Saint Francis for over fi ve years, is a 4th Degree Knight, and serves 
on the Finance Committee. Charlie’s wife of 35 years, Arleen, serves on 
the Pastoral Council. Their three children have all attended or currently 
attend Holy Family High School.

This capital campaign represents an opportunity for every member of the St. Francis of Assisi 
faith community – and some in the larger Catholic community -- to help build a lasting parish 
facility on our new permanent site which will help to fulfi ll the parish’s mission of evangeliza-
tion and faith.





• “Vision and Planning” meetings were held with parishioners and staff in January and   
        February of 2006 to gather the needs and hopes of the community
•  Based on these meetings, a parish relocation study was initiated in March of 2006 that 
    was followed by a search for a temporary facility
•  Early organizational planning for a new church construction project began within the   
    parish, including additional prayer for discernment and spiritual preparation
•  An extensive search for a project architect kicked off in November of 2006, resulting in  
    the selection of the EIDOS architectural fi rm in February, 2007 
•  The search for a fundraising company began in February, 2007, and Cosgriff was select 
    ed that March. EIDOS presented preliminary architectural sketches to the parish com- 
    munity in August of 2007 and sought input on building design
•  The community moved to the current interim facility at Trade Centre Avenue in October   
    of 2007 and the parish, by popular vote, selected St. Francis of Assisi as the parish patron
•  During February and March of 2008 Cosgriff designed and implemented a feasibility  
    study to determine the level of support and a potential budget for a building cam- 
    paign. The results showed a signifi cant commitment in the community and provided  
    budgetary estimates needed by EIDOS to continue Phase 1 building design and plan ning
•  The master plan was presented to the Archdiocese in April, 2008, and approval was  
    granted to begin a Capital Campaign.



• Church representatives will visit all families in October and November, 2008. A series of  
   Parish meetings with the architect will be held in September and October of this year
• The capital campaign fundraising drive begins in September of 2008 and will continue    
   through October, 2012.

• Finalize architectural plans in fall, 2010 
• Final city approvals in spring, 2011 
• Phase I ground breaking in October, 2011
• Move into the new facility and celebrate the fi rst Mass in our new church in October,   
   2012!



This capital campaign will run for 4 years with the goal of breaking ground for Phase I in 
October, 2011. We will need to raise approximately $2.25 million in cash by the summer of 
2011. The Archdiocese will then provide a 10-year loan matching our cash. This may seem 
very ambitious, but the feasibility study from earlier this year indicates that there is sub-
stantial support in the surrounding community and within the parish family.

The drawing below shows an aerial perspective of the existing 14-acre site at the intersection of 
Airport and Pike roads. The proposed orientation of the new St. Francis facility takes full advan-
tage of the beautiful mountain views at the site while supporting future expansion.

The semi-circle parking lot maximizes the number of spaces while minimizing walking distance. 

Additional acreage is available on-site for future landscaping development and could include 
features such as the following:

•  a meditation garden
•  a Rosary path
•  outdoor picnic or recreation areas
•  playground
